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All thanks be to Allah; Lord of the worlds. Thanks be
to Allah who is so expert about all His slaves, and
they are all in full view of Him. May He be praised
who created towers in the heavens, and made in it a
lamp and a lit moon, and it is Him who made the
night and day in cycle for those who wanted to reflect
or wanted to give thanks. Blessed He who sent down
the decisive splitter upon His slave in order to be the
one who warns the worlds.

Allah is the Greatest, Allah Akbar, Allah Akbar,
Allah Akbar the Magnificent, and many thanks to
Allah, and all praise and thanks be to Allah; early in
the day and the end of each day.

Dear brothers and sisters, today we are on a Eid day.
Those Eid takbeers are announcements that states the
victory of the next life over this life. A victory of
obedience over disobedience. Announcement that
religion is winning against this life. Allah is greater
and bigger than this entire life and all that is in it.
Allah says: {Remembering Allah is greater and
bigger; and Allah knows what you do} 29:45.

Today we are in Eid day, a day of goodness and
grace, a day of safety and mercy. This is a day
Muslims become happy; and they give thanks to their
God that He guided them to Islam. They thank Him
that He guided them to complete the duty of fasting.
The messenger ppbu said: {One who fasts has two



joys, one when he breaks fasting, and one when he
meets his God}

We are on a Eid day, and Eid; dear brothers and
sisters, is a good occasion to get together and regroup,
and solve the issues, and put away disagreements.
This is a part of Allah’s mercy upon this nation.

How beautiful for Eid to be a chance for those who
are parted to reconnect, and those who are deserted
to meet again. The honourable one is the one who
forgives the slip ups, and does not hold others
mistakes against them.

The souls must be big to be able to digest the hatred,
and large enough to break the animosities. Allah
says: { And those who shun the worst of sins and
indecencies and, when they are angered , they
forgive, } 42:37. The messenger ppbu said:
{Whenever a slave forgives Allah only gives him more

glory}

Dear brothers and sisters, Eid was put in place to
affirm the Islamic meaning for life, and to assure the
opening values to joy, and to affirm the indulgence in
many forms of innocent fun, and enjoyment of the
delights and goodness in this life. The day of Eid is
joy, play and pleasure. The messenger ppbu said: {So
the Jews in Madinah would know that there is space
for fun in our religion; and that I was sent with a
beautiful religion}

Dear brothers and sisters, | remind myself and you on
this blessed day of making contacts and links with the
kin. Allanh has commanded it; and His messenger



ppbu urged us to do it as he said: {No one who breaks
his kin links shall enter paradise}

This time of Eid is the biggest chance to return to
Allah. This who does not return to Allah then he did
not benefit from Eid. And this who does not check out
and contact or visit his kin relatives then and treated
them with goodness then he didn’t live the Eid.

Eid is for you to make contact with this who broke up
with you, Eid is to give this who denied you, Eid is to
forgive this who wronged you, Eid is to pull off the
grudge from your heart, and hatred from your soul.
Eid is to return to your neighbours with love and a
smile and clarity. Eid is to bring peace and assurance
into the hearts of Muslims.

Brothers and sisters, let me remind you with Fitr
Zakah. It is a compulsory duty upon every Muslim
male or female, old or young, whoever fast Ramadan
or didn’t fast for an excuse. A man needs to pay Fitr
Zakah for his wife and children and whoever he
normally supports for living. If a Muslim does not
pay it on time, it will still be required to be paid. It
becomes a debt which must be paid even at a later
stage of his life time.

We ask Allah on this blessed day to accept us, and
accept our fasting, and night prayers and all our good
deeds. We ask His forgiveness and transcend our
mistakes. We ask that He relieves those who are
distressed; especially in Palestine and the Sham area.
