The sacrifice and the grace of the day of Arafa

Dearly beloved in Allah, the sacrifice and the grace of the
day of Arafa is the title of our talk today; on this
distinguished and blessed day.

Dearly respected, the sacrifice is what is slaughtered from
camel, cattle or sheep on the day of Eid or Tashreek days,
for the purpose of an offering to Him Allah may He be
exalted.

Allah says: {We have given to you the Kawther river in
paradise(1l) So pray unto your Lord, and slaughter a
sacrifice.(2) Lo! it is he who insults you; who is without
posterity.(3)} 108:1-3. Allah also says: {We have
appointed camels among the ceremonies or rituals of
Allah} 22:36. The messenger ppbu had offered a sacrifice;
and so did all Muslims after him, and it has been carried out
with a general agreement by all. But there have been some
differences of opinion on the requirements of the sacrifice
itself. Some of our scholars stated that it is compulsory for
every affording Muslim. The majority of scholars stated
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that it is a definite Sunnah which they deterred against not
Implementing when one is capable to do so. It was reported
that the messenger ppbu used to sacrifice two fine rams
with horns. He actually did the slaughtering in person while
saying the name of Allah and glorifying Allah (&) &) s
>SI). It was also reported that the messenger ppbu did
sacrifice two rams and he said: {O Allah, those are on my
behlf and on behalf of my nation}. Jaber Ebn Abd-Allah
said: | did my Eid Al-adha prayer with the messeger ppbu.
When he came off his member he slaughtered his sacrifice
and said: {In the name of Allah, and Allah is the greatest
(Besmel-Allah and Allah Akbar). This is on my behalf
and on behalf of those of my nation who do not
sacrifice}. It was also reported that the messenger ppbu one
Eid adha day had ordered that two rams to be prepared.
Asked Aesha to bring the knife and have it sharpened. The
messenger then he slaughtered the rams while saying: {O
Allah; do accept from Muhammad and from the family
of Muhammad, and from the nation of Muhammad}.

Some of the requirements or conditions in the sacrifice
ritual are that it has to take place after Eid prayer and not
before it. The messenger ppbu said: {whosoever does the
slaughtering before Eid prayer then he just does an
ordinary slaughter for himself, and whosoever does it
after Eid prayer then he has done our tradition or
Sunnah (or the tradition of the Muslims) and has
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completed his sacrifice rite}. So, it is not acceptable to
slaughter your sacrifice before Eid prayer has completed.
Otherwise it is considered ordinary slaughtering and
ordinary meat which one provides for himself and for other
Muslims, but will have nothing to do with the ritual of
sacrifice. We are in need to learn the guidance of our
messenger ppbu.

Other requirements or conditions of the sacrifice are that
the animal itself has to be good and free of all deformities.
The messenger ppbu said: {some animals are not
acceptable in order to be sacrificed; the one eye or the
animal with a faulty eye where the fault is clearly seen.
And the sick animal who is clearly sick, and limping
animal with a clearly seen limp or cannot keep up with
the herd, and the broken that does not heal or weak
bones, such as lacking the bone marrow}. This should be
enough guidance to be able to select a good animal as an
offering to your Lord; all glory be to Him.

Dearly beloved, what about the age of the animal to be
offered? The messenger ppbu said: {only sacrifice a
mature animal unless it becomes difficult to find one
then you may slaughter a young animal}. The mature
animal is the one who has reached certain growth or age.
That is completing five years and starting the sixth in case
of camels. Or completing two years and starting the third in

case of cattle; or completing one year and starting the
second in case of sheep. If it is not possible to do so, then it
IS permissible to slaughter a younger animal and in the case
of sheep that is six months old or older.

Slaves of Allah; now that we have learnt the rules and
conditions of the sacrifice. How about the lesson or wisdom
behind the ritual of sacrificing? Allah has ruled the sacrifice
In order to feed the poor on Eid day and Tashreeq days.
Allah says: {.. from it you eat and feed the desperate and
the poor} 22:28. Allah has also ruled it for us in order to
celebrate and resurrect the memory of Prophet Abraham.
Allah wished in His wisdom that this ritual is to remain and
continue to the day of resurrection; carried out by the
descendants of Ismael of the nation of Muhammad ppbu.

You; whom Allah has bestowed upon you the grace of
financial comfort in halal and good money, do not deny
yourself this goodness. And remember what you save of
your money; is in reality what you offer and donate in your
life time, while the money that you keep and leave behind
Is not really yours. It is in fact for those who inherit you;
while you will be the one who will be questioned for at the
hands of Allah; all glory be to Him. Dear brother do give to
yourself. And ease off the burden of others; and Allah shall
ease your burdens. Do not forget about the needy-brothers
of yours everywhere; especially in Syria. {O People,
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(remember that) you are the poor who need Allah, and
remember that Allah is the Rich deserving of
commending and praise. If He so wishes He can be rid
of you; and bring (instead of you) some new creation.
That is not hard for Allah} 35:15-17.

We are still living those blessed days. Allah used them to
make an oath with their grace and honour. A deed is more
loved to Allah if done during those days than done in
others. You Muslims need to know that this coming Sunday
Is the day of Arafa. All those doing Hajj (pilgrimage) will
assemble at mount Arafa. And on that day, Allah shall grant
those people assembled on mount Arafa the pardon from
hellfire and grant them the forgiveness of their sins. Those
of us who are not doing Hajj; Allah shall forgive their sins
of the past year and the remaining year just by fasting this
day of Arafah as told by the messenger ppbu. So, let us
make use of those remaining days. | ask that Allah accepts
from you and I, and forgive us our sins.
